The 
community’s annual candle-lighting ceremony and memorial at 7 pm is sponsored by the Jewish 
Federation and the Center for Holocaust Awareness and Information.  A week later, Sunday, May 12, is 
Yom HaZikaron, Israel’s Memorial Day.  A community commemoration, in honor of Israel’s fallen 
soldiers and victims of terrorism, and in memory of the victims of the October 7 Hamas attack, will take 
place at 7 pm.  Then on Tuesday, May 14, from 5:30 to 7:00 pm will be the community’s Yom 
HaAtzmaut celebration of Israel’s 76th Independence Day.  There will be music, food, family-friendly 
activities, and live Israeli music performed by the band ROCK.IL.  All three events are free, but 
advanced registration is required.  The location of the events will be provided prior to their happening.
